A survey that is the primary source of
information on criminal victimization in
the United States and attempts to
measure the extent of crime by
interviewing crime victims.

A situation in which a crime victim
plays an active role in initiating a crime
or escalating it.

The breaking into and entering of a
structure or vehicle with intent to
commit a felony or a theft.

Small-scale, person offenses such as
single-victim homicide, rape, robbery,
assault, burglary, and vandalism.

When more than one criminal offense is
committed in a given incident, only the
offense that is highest on the hierarchy
list is reported to the FBI’s Uniform
Crime Reports.

An account given by the victim, the
victim’s family, or others affected by
the offense that expresses the effects of
the offense, including economic losses,
the extent of physical or psychological
injuries, and major life changes.
