Chapter 3: State Indicators

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Open and Save the Excel worksheet that I have created for you. 
· Open the Fund for Peace Fragile States Index (FSI). 
· Scroll the entire webpage. Take note of the map. You can enlarge it by holding the "control" key on your keyboard and "scrolling up". 
· In the grey box (or frame) on the right, locate the word "indicators" and click on it.  Take a few minutes to read the definitions of the indicators that you are collecting. 
· Then return to the grey box and click on "methodology". This tells you about the process by which the data was collected.
· Download the latest FSI. 
· Highlight across the row of data for a country in our list, copy, and then paste into a row in the Excel workbook. Repeat for each country. 
· Hover your cursor over the Icons at the top of the Index (DEP, REF, GG, etc.) and write down what they stand for. These are the "variables" that each state is measured on.
· Note that the states are ranked into "Very High Alert", "High Alert", "Alert", "Very High Warning", "High Warning", "Warning", "Less Stable", "Stable", "Very Stable". 
· Locate each of the countries listed in the front in the textbook in the Index. 
· Add each country and it's ranking in each of the "variables" into the Excel Spreadsheet in the first worksheet tab. SAVE!
· Answer the questions under the table. 
· Now do the same for the other dataset in this assignment: The Human Development Index 

The Human Development Index (HDI) 
· In the same Excel document that I created for you and that contains your Fragile States Index, click on the tab “HDI” 
· Click on the link to open the homepage to the Human Development Reports - Human Development Index. 
· Click on "Download the latest Human Development Index". It will open a set of documents without downloading anything yet. 
· Click on "Table 1: Human Development Index and its components"
· Scroll down the table. Notice that once again, the countries are divided into various "status": "Very High Human Development" and so forth. 
· The second tab is labled "HDI". Open it. 
· Go back to Table 1 and locate each country listed in the textbook and copy the values for the HDI into the table for each country. SAVE! 

Application Assignment: From Chapter 3, page 64, "Case in Context": What is the relationship between the (Nigeria) state's strength and the degree of state corruption?" How fragile is Nigeria; which indicators give you clues as to why the state is so weak?  Read the section in the Nigeria Case Study on pages 517-18 to help you with this.
